WHAT YOUR DOLLAR CAN DO!

Cannon County Senior Center:

With your pledge of $2 per week ($104 annually) the Cannon County Senior Center is able to provide one
homebound senior aweekly visit to do household chores, friendly visiting for ayear.

With your pledge of $3 per week ($156 annually) the Cannon County Senior Center is able to provide art supplies for
art education class once a month for one year.

With your pledge of $5 per week ($260 annually) the Cannon County Senior Center is able to provide two free Mobil
Pantry’ s that give away over 6000 Ibs of food to seniorsin the Cannon County community.

With your pledge of $10 per week ($520 annually) the Cannon County Senior Center is able to provide Telephone
Reassurance to over 200 seniors that are homebound with scheduled calls to provide comfort or help to participants.
With your pledge of $20 per week ($1,040 annually) the Cannon County Senior Center will be to provide instructed
physical fitness class once aweek for ayear.

Discovery Center at Murfree Spring:

With your pledge of $2 per week ($104.00 annually) Discovery Center is able to provide two underserved families
with year-long free memberships to the museum.

Y our pledge of $5 per week ($260 annually) will enable Discovery Center to provide 52 at-risk students with free
educational programs

Y our pledge of $10 per week ($520 annually) will enable Discovery Center to provide 13 Head Start children with
monthly, high-quality educational programs.

Domestic Violence Program:

$2.00 aweek or adonation of $104 would purchase 50 Sexual Assault Survivor Guides given to victim at the hospital
$3.00 aweek or adonation of $156 would purchase a bus ticket to a safe place for a mother and child

$5.00 aweek or adonation of $260 would provide movie night and a healthy snack each week for children in the
shelter

$10.00 aweek or adonation of $520 would purchase and monitor a“first alert” persona safety alarm for an elder
abuse victim for ayear

$20.00 aweek or a donation of $1040 would provide an entire year of security services monitoring to keep families
safe at the shelter.

Tennessee Poison Center:

All callsto the Poison Help hotline are free of charge. However, the medical expertise
provided by our poison specialists costs approximately $46 per call.

$2 per week ($104 annually): $104 will pay for 3 emergency callsto the Poison Help hotline
$3 per week ($156 annually): $156 will pay for 4 emergency callsto the Poison Help hotline
$5 per week ($260 annually): $260 will pay for 6 emergency calls to the Poison Help hotline.
$10 per week ($520 annually): $520 will pay for 11 emergency calls to the Poison Help hotline.
$20 per week ($1,040 annually): $1,040 will pay for 23 callsto the Poison Help hotline.

For every $1 spent on acall to the Poison Help hotline, $7 is saved in other medical care
spending.

The Guidance Center-The PATH Program:

$3 per week ($156 annually) allows PATH to take a homeless person with a SPMI off the street and put themin a
motel for aweek so they can begin making goals to become stable.

$5 per week ($260 annually) enables PATH to provide mental health care for a homeless person for 90 days.

$20 per week ($1040 annually) can house a homeless person by paying first month’s rent, security deposit, and utility
deposits.
